Since 2013, CelebrateMercy has hosted 25 educational workshops, 
conferences, and banquets nationwide. The programs have been held at 
universities, mosques, and schools and are often livestreamed online. 

Since 2010, CelebrateMercy has hosted annual interactive webinars - 
each featuring up to 25 prominent speakers and reaching audiences of 
10,000 in 90 countries.

CelebrateMercy mobilizes its followers 
to teach about the Prophet through 
campaigns that “respond to evil with 
good.” The MercyMail Campaign asked 
Muslims to respond to the tragic killing 
of Ambassador Chris Stevens in Libya 
by writing condolence letters to his 
family. The campaign collected 7,700 
letters from 115 countries, receiving 
international media attention.

In 2015, FeedTheirLegacy collected 200,000 meals for the hungry to honor the 
service-oriented legacy of 3 Muslim students who were killed by an anti-Muslim 
neighbor.  In 2017, CelebrateMercy co-organized a Muslim campaign to repair 
vandalized Jewish cemeteries, raising $150,000 in 10 days.
